This is generally because the entire year of the journal is paginated by volume (not by issue).  In other words, the first issue contains pages 1-100, the second issue contains pages 101-200, and so on.
· Page numbers given with simple dash (no abbreviation “pp.” or spaces around dash)

· Periods placed at end of author/date; title of article; title of journal/volume (issue)/pages

NOTE
-     Initial capitalization of book title (books are treated differently than journals)

· When there is a two-part title introduced by a colon, initial capitalization of second part

· Edition information follows book title before period

· Abbreviation of edition (ed.)

· If the edition is numeric, use the number (2nd edition) and no capitalization; if the edition is alphabetic, use the descriptor and capitalize the first word (Canadian ed.).

· Citation of a specific volume in a multivolume work is treated like an edition.  The volume number is placed after the title (and before the period); the word “volume” is abbreviated and the first word is capitalized (Vol. 1).

· Sometimes a sponsoring organization is listed as the publisher along with a standard book publisher.  In that case, you can show the relationship between the two by placing explanatory text in brackets [].

-     Two authors are listed last name, comma, initials (with period), comma, ampersand

(&), last name, comma, initials (with period), date (in parentheses), period

· See next example for three or more authors
· Keep all author and editor names in the order given in the book; this order is used to determine who is the primary author.
EDITED BOOK 
Wilcox, R. C., Andrews, D. L., Pitter, R., & Irwin, R. L. (Eds.). (2003). Sporting dystopias: The making and meanings of urban sport cultures. Albany, NY: State University of New York Press.
NOTE -     Multiple editors are listed last name, initials (with period), commas, next last name, initials, comma, … ampersand (&), final last name, initials, abbreviation of Editor (in parentheses), period.
· Date is put in parentheses followed by a separate period.
· Abbreviate the word Editor (Ed.) or Editors (Eds.)
BOOK SECTION (CHAPTER) or JOURNAL ARTICLE in an EDITED BOOK
Harrison, T. E. (2003). Stategically searching the web. In C. Vibert (Ed.), Competitive intelligence: A framework for web-based analysis and decision making (pp. 44-66). Mason, OH: Thomson-Southwestern.

NOTE
-     Treat the book chapter like a journal article title (initial capitals; no italics; period)

· Introduce the book title with the word “In” plus the editor’s name (initials and last name) followed by (Ed.), comma, title of book in italics (initial capitals only), page numbers (no italics, abbreviation for pages, numbers), period

· If there are two editors, use first name/second name order and an ampersand: In C. Vibert & R. Jones (Eds.),…

· If there are three editors, continue to use first name/second name order: In C. Vibert, K. A. Stewart, & R. Jones (Eds.),…
ENCYCLOPEDIA/DICTIONARY ENTRY 
Markham, S. E. (1998). Mabel Peters. In Dictionary of Canadian biography (Vol. 14, pp. 836-838). Toronto: University of Toronto Press. 


NOTE
-     “Mabel Peters” is the title of the entry; it is capitalized because it is a proper name

· Use initial capitalization if the entry is not a proper name
MAGAZINE ARTICLE

NOTE
-     This article comes out in a weekly magazine.  Consequently, the date includes the 



       month and day along with the year

· If someone has a double last name, write out both parts and alphabetize by the first half of the name.

Brunt, S. (2004, January 14). Downtown stadium could be the answer for everyone. Globe and Mail, p. S3.

NOTE
-     This article comes out in a daily newspaper.  Consequently, the date includes the 



       month and day along with the year

· For some reason (!), the abbreviation for page (p.) is included with the section/number of the article.

· Don’t give pages because there is no publication

NOTE
-     This conference presentation has been published.  Consequently, you can treat it as a

                    chapter in a book (no editor), chapter in an edited book (proceedings editor) or a  


       journal article.

NOTE
-     Cite a webpage with an author if you know who sponsors the website.
· If the webpage is not dated, use the abbreviation (n.d.) to indicate that you have “no date”.  So, in this case if there was no date associated with the article, you would start the citation: Statistics Canada. (n.d.). Arts, entertainment…
· No period at the end of the url

In Text-Citations in APA Style
Three types of information appear in an in-text citation: an author’s last name, publication data, 

and page numbers (in cases of direct quotations) e.g. (Smith, 2004) and (Smith, 2004, p. 5)

There are three options of how, and where, to place in-text citations:
1. Place the author(s) and date(s) in parentheses in or at the end of a sentence.
Researchers have pointed out that the lack of trained staff is a common barrier to providing adequate health education (Fisher, 1999) and services (Weist & Christodulu, 2000).

2. Place only the date in parentheses.
Fisher (1999) recommended that health education be required for high schools in California. 
3. Integrate both the author and date into your sentence.
In 2001, Weist proposed using the Child and Adolescent Planning Schema to analyze and develop community mental health programs for young people.

First and subsequent citations:
In a paragraph, omit the year after the first one if no confusion with other studies will result.
Fisher (1999) administered a questionnaire . . . Fisher's results indicated . . .
[new paragraph] The questionnaire administered by Fisher (1999) was used by . . .

A source with no author:
The first few words of the title are used instead.  Put words in quotation marks for an article or chapter and in italics for self-contained item e.g. ("Mad Cow," 2001) or (Sleep Medicine, 2001)
Two or more works in parentheses:
Arrange by order of the reference list; use a semicolon between works e.g.  Several researchers (Greenberg, Domitrovich, & Bumbarger, 2000; Roy, 1995; Yawn et al., 2000) . . .
Direct quotation from electronic source without page numbers:
Use paragraph numbers (preceded by para. or ¶); add section numbers for long documents.  

Universal interventions "target the general public or a whole population group that has not
been identified on the basis of individual risk" (Greenberg et al., 2000, Section I, para. 20).
Personal communications:
Cite personal communications in text only. Give the initials as well as the surname of the communicator, and provide as exact a date as possible.
For example: M. Lynas (interview with S. E. Markham, June 4, 1991) says…
