Cemetery population database

Part I – Field trip

Divide into pairs.  Assign a zone of a local cemetery to each pairs. 

On arrival at the cemetery each pair should record Name Year-of-Birth, Year-of-Death, Month of Death, Age, Sex, and Birthplace for each person.  All tombs in the zone should be recorded, even if the information is incomplete.  Use a code of 0 to mark incomplete info.

For Birthplace a system of coding should be used:  1=Wolfville, 2= Nova Scotia, 3= Atlantic Canada, 4=Canada, 5=US, 6=Britian, 7=Eirope, 8=Other, 0=Unknown.

Part II – Analysis

All data should be combined into one spreadsheet.  Using the data students should generate and answer questions based on the data.

Part III – Reporting

Using charts, table, measures of central tendency, measures of dispersion, and lines of best fit, the students should communicate their answers to their questions.
