To assess the AAASP site, I also went into search through sport psychology. This site was also listed in the web site reviews. I clicked on Association for the Advancement of Applied Sport Psychology. I then clicked on AAASP home. 


The AAASP site talked about what AAASP was, membership, conferences being held, it’s publications, governance, how students are involved and related links. The site had three association interrelated sections that were the intervention/performance enhancement, Health Psychology, and Social Psychology. All these topics would attract student sin the Sport Psychology field, as well as those people interested in Sport Psychology (i.e. coaches, athletes, and sports nutritionists).

The site was peer reviewed by this Sport Psychology association as well as the designers who were the Standard Digit Asset Corporation. What the actual qualifications of these designers were was not available, but AAASP members would have a variety of qualifications. This web site was linked to a many different sites. It contained general links, media links, online journals, organized sport links, career links and Association links. A few of the association links were International Olympic Committee, APA Division 47, International Society Of Sport Psychology, and American Education Research Association.


Based on the criteria of this web site, it has a lot of information to help fulfil a research project as well as inform students, and others studying the field of Sport Psychology. This one seems more valid than the first site, it has more scientific information on the field, and a little more research than the other one.
