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The Department

The Department of Spanish at Acadia has a wide variety of classes and facilities to meet your needs and interests.

Through grammar exercises, classroom participation, language labs, films, and informal presentations, students are able to function in a Spanish-speaking environment by the end of their first year.  An emphasis is placed on basic communication skills and exposure to elements of the Spanish and Latin American Cultures.

Upper level courses become more diversified and students can chose from courses in conversation, grammar, literature, translation, culture and civilization, and business.

The Degree

Students working towards a Bachelor of Arts Degree can Major or Minor in Spanish.  An Honours degree or a Joint BBA and Spanish degree is also available.  Requirements:                                    Minors - 18 credit hours (3 full year courses);                                           Majors - 36 hours (6 full year courses); Honours - 42 hours plus a thesis.  

Bba Spanish

The Joint Business Administration -Language Program allows students to earn a business degree while majoring in a second language.  This increases the students' options in career decisions and future chances of employment, in Canada and abroad.

The Spanish department requires the student to complete 48 hours of Spanish instruction and a year of study abroad.  A formal exchange exists between Acadia and Universidad de La Rioja in Spain and other contacts are being established with universities in Chile.
